This variety 
being essentially one for the market gardener, more attention has been given it by the seed 
growers, than to the Egyptian, and we havein this variety of nearly spherical form, one as 
early as that flat variety, and which in every other way excels it. Owing to its quick growth 
and good quality itis now being used tosome extent for the last sowing for winter use, seed 
sown as late as the middle of July on rich soil often producing roots of good marketable size.

Clark Co. of Connecticut, the largest growers of sweet corn in New England, who in reply to an inquiry of ours as to the general 
characteristics of the Metropolitan said: ‘‘We find the Metropolitan and Kendel’s ripening the same day with the Champion, per- 
haps one or two days later. The Metropolitan is perhaps a little more slim and longer eared and a trifle more dwarf in habit of 
stalk.’’ This, while undoubtedly the truth, does not greatly detract from its value and should not prevent any from a just consider- 
ation of its many good qualities or from a general use of it.

Kafir Corn. This plant seems to be increasing in popularity asa foragecrop. In habit of growth it 

is low, stocky, and perfectly erect; does not stool from the roots but branches from upper joints. 

The stalks are tender and juicy, and are used entire, as well as the blades, both for green and dry 

fodder, and are readily eaten by horses and cattle. The grain has already become a popular food 

for poultry and pigeons in many sections. Reliance, however, cannot be placed upon it to mature 

in the latitudes of New England. That which especially recommends this as a forage plantis the 

fact that it will produce a crop with less rain than corn and that it is much less affected by hot 
winds. While corn once stunted by drought never fully recovers, this may remain stationary and 

curled for days and even weeks but quickly revives when rain comes, and if not too late in the 

season will produce a good crop of fodder. Like many other plants which thrive on dry and com- 

paratively poor land, this will thrive better and produce a heavier crop on a strong, well enriched 

land, Usually sownin drills, with rows from 2% to 3 feet apart, allowing plants to stand from 5 to 

g inches apart, according to the strength and richness of the soil.

Early Amber Sugar Cane. Sorghum is more and more becoming to be regarded of value as an addi- 

tion to the list of fodder and ensilage plants. The Early Amber Sugar Cane is considered the most 

desirable variety of this class for these purposes. It withstands extreme drought and hot dry winds, 

remaining fresh and green through a dry period that would ruin corn. On average soil and usual 

conditions doubtless corn and other plants would prove more valuable for either purpose, but on 

especially dry soil this would be more desirable. It may be sown either broadcast or in drills with the rows sufficiently apart to admit of cultivation, the 

latter method being the more popular inthe East. Opinion as to the amount of seed necessary varies; those, however, seemingly the best fitted to judge 

advise the use of from 75 to roo pounds per acre. It is recommended for pasturing, especially for sheep and hogs. It will mature a crop of grain wherever 

Indian corn will ripen. ‘This, while not quite equal in value for general feeding purposes to corn, is, however, considered very desirable for poultry in 

that it is greedily eaten by them and affords a desired change, and is especially recommended for laying hens, as it is said to greatly stimulate egg 

production.

COW PEA. (Vigna Catjang.) From the Farmers’ Bulletin, 
No. 89, we extract the following: ‘‘Cow Peas are in their 
relationship and habit of growth really beans and not peas. 
A field of Cow Peas has been very happily designated ‘the 
poor man’s bank’ for in common with all its leguminous 
congeners this crop increases the fertility of the soil upon 
which it grows. This fact has long been accepted by students 
of agriculture, bu’ until recent discoveries it was believed that 
the chief function of these plants was to tap the subsoil reser- 
voirs of nitrogen, bringing this valuable fertilizer to the sur- 
face for the benefit of succeeding crops. But within the last 
decade scientific workers have discovered that minute bacteria, 
which live within the roots of leguminous plants, take up free 
nitrogen from the gases in the soil. Nitrogen is an indis- 
pensable form of plant food, but the free element cannot be 
utilized by any of the higher organisms. Free nitrogen 
exists only in the air and in the gases of the soil, but it is 
present in varying quantities in the soil, rocks and waters. 
The most available purchasable nitrogen is obtained from 
nitrate of soda or from some form of animal wastes. These 
are all expensive, so that they can be profitably employed by 
the farmer only in extensive farming But every farmer, 
rich and poor, has over three thousand tons of atmospheric 

nitrogen resting on every acre of his farm, a certain quantity 
of which can be transformed into available plant food every 
time that he grows a crop of Cow Peas, Red Clover or 
Alfalfa.”’ In view of the above it is easily apparent that this 
is avery valuable plant for enriching the soil. Asa forage 
plant it is of decided value. and we quote further from the 
same source concerning its use for this purpose. 

“‘There is no forage plant better adapted to the needs and con- 
dition of Scuthern agriculture than this; and whenever a crop 
has been taken off a field the surface soil is left richer by a 
good many pounds of nitrogen. It has been found that the 
fertilizing value of the roots and stubble are very consider- 
able, but not as great as that of the hay removed from the 
field. The best and most economical use of this forage crop 
is, then, to cut for hay, feed to stock, and return the stable 
manure to the soil.”’ 

While no reference is made in the above to its value in the 
North as a forage plant, we think it has been proven by ex- 
periment to be of value here, and we look for an increased 
use of it for this purpose. 

Seed may be planted in drills or broadcast; the amount vary- 
ing from 4 quarts to 2 bushels per acre, less of course being 
required if sown in drills 18 to 30 inches apart than when 
broadcast. It may be covered to the depth of 2 or 3 inches, 
but should not be planted until ground is dry and warm.. 
Therefore the suggestion that seed be sown in connection 
with oats appears to us to be an unwise one, as in this section 
we are obliged to sow the latter as early as possible. We note 
in the Bulletin to which we have previously referred, concern- 
ing the time of sowing, this: ‘‘Much of the failure that has 
attended the attempted introduction of Cow Peas into the 
Northern States is due to planting before the ground is warm 
enough.’’ 

While there are a large number of varieties, we have not 
thought it necessary to offer but the following two Of 
these the first, the Whippoorwill, is here used much in excess 
of the other.

SOY, or (as generally incorrectly called) Soja Bean. (Glyc- 
ine Hispida.) This is another valuable legume, yearly grow- 
ing in popularity as a forage and ensilage plant. From the 
Farmers’ Bulletin, No. 58, we take the following: ‘‘It is 
believed in Japan that in Northern climates soils of a rather 
strong character are best adapted to the Soy Bean. It is 
usually sown about the end of May, and when used for hay is 
cut early in August. In both Europe and America it has 
been found to thrive best on soils of medium texture that are 
well supplied with potash, phosphoric acid, and lime It 
succeeds very well, however, on comparatively light soils, 
often giving an abundant crop on soils too poor to grow 
clover. As a general thing, the Soy Bean is not so easily 
injured by frost as the common field bean, and hence can be 
planted earlier. While possessed of excellent drought-resist- 
ing qualities, it at the same time seems to be able to survive 
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a period of excess of moisture better than the Cow Pea or 
evencorn. Ina general way the same methods of culture 
may be recommended as would be given to the ordinary field 
bean.”’ 

‘One of the most important uses of the Soy Bean is for green 
forage—wherever tried it has proved a most valuable forage 
for milk production. A number of State experiment stations 
have conducted experiments in making and feeding Soy Bean 
ensilage, and the results have been quite satisfactory. The 
silage keeps well, is readily eaten by stock, and the animals 
show good results in flesh or milk production Again, the 
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Grass Seeds 
r would seem unnecessary for us to make an extended comment on the 

great importance of a knowledge of grasses tothe farmer. That he 
should have at least a general knowledge of the many species and 
varieties, the adaptability of each to certain soils or situations, their 

comparative value regarding nutrition, production, duration, etc., ought 
to be obvious to all engaged in the culture of grasses. 

Custom is not always wisdom; on the contrary is often but another 
name forignorance. Knowledge often leads to a departure from custom 
and generally with profitable result A better information upon this sub- 
ject would, we fee! sure, at least greatly modify the present custom, if not 
to an extent revolutionize it,in that it would lead to an increasedif not 
general use of many varieties of grasses of which now but little is gener- 
ally known. 

What we think should determine the grasses to be used ona given 
soil should be, first, the nature of the soil and situation, and perhaps next, 
whether to be mown or pastured, and also whether intended for tempo- 
rary or permanent use pie 

For the many varying natures and conditions of soils, situations, 
climate, etc., there seem to be grasses especially suitable. Some thrive in 
one place or soil and and fail utterly in others Some delight in cooi moist 
Jand and others in dry hot places, and still others seem to have a general 
adaptability to all soils. Some start very early in the spring, some grow 
tili late in the fall, while others start early, bear repeated cuttings, and 
grow till late inthe season. Some are very productive at once but die out 
in a few years, while others require a much longer time to become estab- 
lished, are then productive and continue to be sofor many years. Itis 
obvious, then, that the farmer engaged in dairy farming orin the produc- 
tion of grass or hay, ought to be as wellinformed as possible of the nature 
or characteristies of the different grasses to obtain the most profitable re- 
sultin his occupation. 

The descriptions in the following list have been compiled from vari- 
ous writers interestedin the subject either in a scientific way or commer- 
cially, modified by the opinions of those engaged in growing grasses asa 
farm crop. That they may not be entirely correct is probable, but we 
trust that in the main they are and that they witl be of assistance in the 
selection of varieties for the many different soils, conditions, purposes, etc. 

Of the grass seeds which we offer we have only to say that we aim to 
have the best obtainable. We do not claimto have better than any other 
dealer, and have but tittle respect for seedsmen who make such claims. 
We do, however, claim to have as good as any and better than some, and 
offer them at prices compatible with their quality. 

As the market price of the leading varieties of grass seeds is very 
liable to fluctuate, we are not always able to maintain quoted prices 
through the entire season. although endeavoring todoso. These prices 
are, therefore, subject to change without notice. 

Many of the grasses in the following list are not suitable for sowing 
alone. We have, however, with each given the quantity required per 
acre if sown in that manner, which will perhaps aid in determining the 
amount of each necessary when used in mixtures. 

‘The term Bushel, as applied to grass seeds, andin fact to nearly all 
other seeds, is an indefinite and misleading one, as the bushel is deter- 
mined by weight without regard to bulk. We have,therefore, toa great 
extent, discontinued its use here (as it ought to be entirely in regard to 
everything), only using it where custom unwisely necessitates it.

Awnless Brome Grass. (Bromus Inermis.) Anextremely hardy grass, 
enduring a wider range of temperature than any other and standing well 
long droughts. Will produce large crops of hay where most other grasses 
would perish. whild not equal in nutritive quality to that of our standard 
sorts, it, because of its drought-resisting ability and great hardiness, is 
very desirable for sowing in dry locations where it would be useless to

English or Perennial Rye Grass. (Lolium Perenne.) While not a 
misnomer, the term perennial as applied to thisis nevertheless mislead- 
ing, inthatit seems to imply permanency, while under favorable condi- 
tions it seldom lasts more than three or four years. Iris, however, a very 
valuable grass. owing to its quick growth, great productiveness and 
nutritious quality. In Great Britain it is considered the most valuable 
grass, and holds there the relative position that Timothy does here. While 
the cool and moist climate of England is especially conducive to its 
growth it, nevertheless, thrives wellin our eastern and middle states and 
in a great diversity of soils. It makes a strong growth in four or five 
weeks from sowing, and when cured is sweet flavored and very nutri- 
tious, and while the hay is somewhat hard, it is greatly relished by both 
cattle and horses. It often constitutes a part of mixtures for mowing or 
pasturing, both temporary and permanent. The objection to it by some 
forthe permanent mixtureis not, in our opinion, entirely well founded. We 
consider it desirable in such mixtures, for the reason that it furnishes at 
once a large crop of hay or very early feed, as the case may be, and in 
either occupies the ground at once, and as it dies out its place is filled by 
those sorts which require a longer time to become established. Its useis 
advised by some for quick effect on lawns, but it is not generally consid- 
eredas good as the following variety.

. Culture and Storage 

The Dahlia is a gross feeder, and succeeds best on rich, strong, deep soil, 

which should be thoroughly pulverized by ploughing or spading. Set the tubers at 

least three feet apart, covering with about three inches of soil. Allow but one 

shoot to grow. Cultivate often—keeping the surface of the soil well stirred acts as 

amulch. If very dry, artificial watering greatly aids the plant in production of 

large flowers. Water thoroughly or not at all—wetting the surface only is detri- 

mental rather than helpful to this or any other plant. Before Zard frost take up 

the plant, cut off the top, dry the tubers slightly. inverting the clump so that the juice may run out of the stem when cut off. (Ne- 

glect of this has occasioned the loss of many.) Store in a cool cellar (inverted). Examine occasionally to see that they are not too 

dry, which will cause them to shrivel, or too moist, which will start them growing or cause them to rot.

No other plant in the production of magnificent and peculiarly beautiful flowers, re- _ 
quiring so little care, can at all compare with this. The ease with which it can be 
grown, and its adaptability to nearly all soils, places it within the power of all to-cul- 
tivate it.

While recommended by nearly all to be planted in various places in the garden for an effective display, it is not for this purpose 
that it is such a favorite with us, although there are many such places where it may be planted with a very striking and desirable 
effect; but as a cut flower for large vases we think it excels all others.
